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LIBRARY SCHOOL EXPERENCE2

University at Albany

A library school experience should include both theoretical and practical learning. In the summer
graduate Information Environment course (University at Albany), we opted for a mix, with a strong leaning
toward practical. As students in the summer 2014 Information Science and Technology 601 course, together
with our instructor, we decided to organize a professional library event. We chose to coordinate an outreach
event where we could gain knowledge of library programming and event planning with the intent of sharing
what we learned with the greater library community.

The idea of our event, entitled Library ProgramSymposium, was to connect professional staff
from libraries, archives, schools, and other social groups together with people offering prograRregrams,
in libraries and other social environments, provide valuable educational, social, and cultural experiences to
community members, including students, teachers, history enthusiasts and the inquisitive. The IST 601 class
organized this oprogram fairdé where | ocal educational, soci al
offerings.

To do this, we had to first learn about different types of libraries and their programming needs.
We then contacted potential presenters who would exhibit and discuss their programs. This turned out to
be a surprisingly difficult task, considering the event was fre@ver 50 vendors agreed to attend and exhibit
at this event. With this level of exhibitor commitment and our outreach efforts to bring in attendees, we felt
that we had met our goal of providing a centralized connection space between community program
oeducatorsé and oeducatorso who facilitate programming in th

We also created promotional materials (including a website, flyer and handout folder); secured
funding including two generous grants (one through SUNYLA anc
Service); and learned a lot about event planning in general. We initiated amail outreach campaign to
bring in local librarians, information professionals, educators (e.g., PTAs), and social organization
coordinators (e.g., Girls and Boys Club). Contacting these different groups allowed us to adapt to the
different educational needs between the groups and it also provided us with the ability to initiate esveone
interactions on the day of the event.

Meeting with these different groups and having to learn about effective communication, event
planning, marketing and grant writing all in the time of a normal semester was daunting but thrilling (the
event took place four months after the start of the summer class, i.e. the time span of a normal semester).
Research shows that practical application of theoretical principles leads to more workplace preparedness
and gives graduates the ability to adapt to changing work environments. These are all skills needed by
information professionals and learning them while planning a fun, free and libramgntered event allowed
the students of IST601 to have a safety net (our instructor), but still remain in control of the details of the
event.

AlHn-all, the day was a success! At the event, one could see a Civil War reenactor, a scientist
making el ephant s toothpaste, a cheery clown, and many mor e ¢
presenters providing plenty of programming for our attendees. Our attendees were excited to learn about
new programming and the exhibitors were thrilled that attendees were sincerely interested in their events
and materials.

During the conference, | made it point to attend as many sessions as | could on the
new Information Literacy Framework to gain a better understanding of how to
implement the framework into my own instructionThe conference also provided the
opportunity to hear from members of the ACRL tasérce about the iterative process

in which they developed the frameworkThere has been much passionate discussion
(both in virtually as well as at the conference) about how the framework should be
implemented, whether the framework should replace the old ACRL Information
Literacy (IL) Competency standards, if they can/will -exist or even whether they are
compatible enough to be merged cohesively by mapping the old standards to the new
framework.

Given this debate surrounding the upcoming adoption of the framework, it was helpful
to hear from taskforce members about the practical applications they and others

have begun to use in implementing the framework at their home institutiongor
instance, at some institutions, librarians have teamed up with Teaching and Learning
Centers and/or faculty to provide workshops on teaching with threshold concepts as a
way of introducing the IL framework and paving the way for future IL instruction and
collaboration. Other institutions are using the framework as an overlay for curriculum
mapping in order to identify gaps and more effectively implement IL instruction within
the disciplines at their institutions. Another institution has shrewdly used the
framework as a means to solidify the value of the library within thstitution by tying
the framework to the undergraduate learning goals that underpin their general
education requirements. Now that phase | for the rollout of the framework itself has
been completed, next steps will include the further development oftgbliographyon
best practices in understanding and implementing the framework, piloting programs
as models of embedded IL using the framework, and promoting the framework within
