Repository @Binghamton, also known as the ORB. The ORB provides digital access to 

and management of collected scholarship and creative works of or sponsored by 

Binghamton University faculty, staff, and students. The ORB offers a digital space to 

store research, fulfill funding mandates, and creates open channels of access. Digital 

works stored in the ORB can be found through the platform itself or through popular 

search engines such as Google, thereby making them openly discoverable on a global 

scale.

The library reopened to 

the public at the start of the fall semester, resuming its role as UBõs 24/7 library.

2016 brings many positive changes to the ECC libraries and some welcomed 

accolades. Additional changes extended throughout the entire college. 

Over the summer, the ECC libraries began modifying the ways in which it offers library 

instruction and reference services. The libraries now offer 15-minute òminió library 

instruction sessions in classrooms around the ECC campuses. These mini-sessions 

complement the 50-minute sessions that continue to be held within the libraries. 

Additionally, ECC librarians deployed an online library instruction course via the 

Blackboard learning management system. This self-paced course enhances the 

librariesõ distance-learning resources. To receive enhanced reference services, ECC 

library users can now book appointments online for private hour-long consultations 

with librarians. This change reflects the decline of short ready-reference interactions 

at the librariesõ public reference desks. Though ECC librarians are still present at 

public reference desks, the availability of scheduled private appointments has the 

potential to increase user satisfaction. 

2016 also brings staffing changes to the ECC libraries. Justin Cronise, former part-

time librarian at ECCõs North Campus in Williamsville, NY, began a full-time librarian 

position at ECC South Campus in Orchard Park, NY. New hire Keri Thomas-Whiteside 

received a full-time librarian position at ECC City Campus in Buffalo, NY, and is 

scheduled to join the team this October.  

On September 30, 2016, the Western New York Library Resources Council (WNYLRC) 

presented its 2016 Outstanding Library Program Award to the ECC libraries. WNYLRC 

granted this award based on the success of the ECC Librariesõ Human Library 

programs held during 2015 and 2016. These programs brought together people from 

unique backgrounds in order to dispel stereotypes and prejudices, and encourage 

dialogue and understanding through conversation. The programs featured a series of 

guest speakersñliving booksñwho spoke openly and honestly about their specific 

situations. The presentation of the award to the ECC libraries is scheduled to be held 

in Ellicottville, NY, and coincides with the celebration of WNYLRCõs 50th annual 

meeting. 

Over the summer, construction began on ECCõs $3.1 million grant-funded 

Nanotechnology Building Annex at ECC North Campus in Williamsville, NY. 

Construction also began on the collegeõs Science, Technology, Engineering, and Math 

(STEM) academic center at North Campus with a ceremonial groundbreaking on 

August 24. The $30 million state-, county-, and college-funded project will provide 

approximately 57,000 square feet of new facility space for labs, prep rooms, and 

support spaces for ECCõs Biology, Chemistry, Physics, and Engineering Science 

programs.

Morrisville State College Library is proud and excited to have Mandy Babirad join our 

family as the new Instructional Services Librarian. Mandy will coordinate our campus-

wide information literacy learning objectives and be the primary collaborator with 

faculty for their information literacy instruction needs.  

The library continues to develop methods of interacting with our student population 

outside of the library space. During Welcome Weekend, when incoming freshman 

moved in, the library set up its lemonade stand. This was the second year for our 

stand, and it was again a great success. We will also be setting up a òGet Tattooed by 

a Librarianó stand for Homecoming weekend, also known as Mustang Weekend. Both 

of these stands are intended to increase our interaction with the students outside of 

the formal library setting, familiarizing them with the librarians and our services. 

The library gallery has become an interactive space at the start of the fall semester. 

Rather than having static artistic pieces on display, we are having students create 

their own works of art and voice their own opinions. Along the wall are oversized 

coloring book pages, each with a Morrisville theme, which students can color using 

supplied markers. We have also set up large boards posing various questions and 

concerns that students can respond to via sticky notes. This event, titled òExpress 

Yourself,ó has been well received. It has provided a relaxation option for students 

between their class periods and a method to express their inner thoughts.  

We continue to push additional and experimental library services, and are recognizing 

student needs and acting upon them. Circulation has responded to new student 

laptops that lack DVD drives with external USB DVD drives that are being lent out for a 

one-week checkout period. We have also added board games to our ever-expanding 

diverse collection of circulating materials. Several new and exciting databases have 

also been added. Primal Pictures will allow our nursing students to view 3-D human 

anatomy and physiology online, in addition to taking review and prep tests. The Swank 

database has been selected to stream a handful of movies for our composition 

courses. Over the course of the summer we took the next step of integrating our 

library services into the campus LMS Blackboard. This involved using the LTI Smart 

Search or automagic search that integrates libguides into LMS courses automatically 

using libguide metadata. This allows us to easily populate courses on Blackboard with 

relevant libguides. 

The library space continues to transform as we make adjustments to better address 

the needs of our students. Additional computers have been installed as there have 

been many requests from students to have more of these stations available. We are 

also taking small steps to remedy the lack of power outlets by installing a charging bar 

near our quick print stations. This has allowed students, who come in and print from 

their own laptops, space to place their machines while they queue at the nearby 

printers. Future adjustments include more private study pods and an indoor 

therapeutic garden that we will cover in further detail in a later newsletter.
